Crazy Horse Civil Air Patrol receives many awards
SIOUX FALLS, SD – Crazy Horse Composite Squadron members were presented with numerous awards during the annual South Dakota Wing Conference on March 27th. 

Crazy Horse was recognized for five achievements. Lieutenant Colonel B.T. Marking was awarded the Wing Commander’s Commendation award.  Lieutenant Colonel Marking has instructed many search and rescue exercises, facilitated the Federal Emergency Management Administrations (FEMA) Incident Command System (ICS) course and has organized many community and squadron activities.  Lieutenant Colonel Marking was also named the new South Dakota Wing Deputy Commander effective immediately. 

Cadet First Lieutenant Tonia Foster was awarded the General Billy Mitchell award for completing phase one and two of the Civil Air Patrol Cadet Program.  Requirements for the award include passing an aerospace and leadership closed book timed test, participation in a summer training encampment, satisfactory progress in physical fitness, moral leadership and squadron activities. Cadet Foster is also a recipient of a Commander’s Commendation award.  She is cited for her standards of ideals in knowledge, service, honesty and moral integrity.

Cadet First Lieutenant Susanna Marking is recognized as the Cadet Public Affairs Officer of the Year.  Cadet Marking’s outstanding work at both the squadron and wing level earned her this recognition.

The Unit Citation Award and Squadron of Merit was awarded to Crazy Horse Composite Squadron for exceptionally meritorious service and exceptionally outstanding achievement in acquiring and placing in service a new static facility for search and rescue, disaster relief, homeland security and cadet and aerospace programs located at the Custer County Airport.
