Lookout Mountain is South Dakota’s Squadron of the Year

SIOUX FALLS, SD – Lookout Mountain Composite Squadron located at Black Hills/Clyde Ice Field in Spearfish was presented with the Squadron of the Year award during the annual Wing Conference on March 27th.  Presenting the award was North Central Region Commander Colonel Rex Glasgow and Wing Commander Colonel Mary F. Donley.

Lookout Mountain Squadron was ranked number one last year out of thirteen squadrons in South Dakota. Lookout Mountain Composite Squadron is under the Command of Major Rodney A. DeWeese of Spearfish. 
The Squadron of the Year award is the highest annual recognition a unit can receive. Lookout Mountain was given the award for a number of reasons which included a growth rate of 30 percent in 2002; involvement with the Grizzly Gulch fire; active participation in emergency services; and the creation of a color guard team.  

The Civil Air Patrol, the official auxiliary of the U.S. Air Force performs 95 percent of the inland search and rescue missions tasked by the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center in the continental United States. Since 1941, the Civil Air Patrol has strived to save lives and alleviate human suffering through a myriad of emergency services missions – Search and Rescue, Disaster Relief, Homeland Security and Humanitarian Services. There are over 350 members in the South Dakota Wing.
