Sioux Falls teen is Region Cadet of the Year

SIOUX FALLS – Cadet First Lieutenant Timothy J. Newcomb received Civil Air Patrol’s North Central Region Cadet of the Year award at the Civil Air Patrol’s South Dakota Wing annual conference and awards banquet at the Sioux Falls Sheraton Hotel and Conference Center March 21 – 23, 2003. 

The North Central Region is comprised of 4,700 members throughout Iowa, Kansas, Nebraska, North Dakota, Minnesota and South Dakota. Cadet Newcomb is now eligible for the national Cadet of the Year award.  

The Cadet of the Year award is made to a Civil Air Patrol cadet who excels in all he does. The cadet demonstrates superior leadership skills and knowledge as an officer.  He knows how to motivate, educate and lead both in his unit and in the wing. 

“Tim is the most capable, well-balanced, all-around cadet,” explains Squadron Commander Captain Timothy Steppan. “He aspires to excellence academically, socially and spiritually.” 

Cadet Newcomb serves as the Cadet Special Advisor at Sioux Falls Composite Squadron. Newcomb earned his private pilots license in March of 2002. He has attended National Blue Beret in Oshkosh, Wis., and the National Glider Flight Encampment in Mattoon, Ill.  He has served in several squadron positions including cadet logistics officer, cadet deputy commander and cadet commander.  
He is highly decorated earning the; Search and Rescue and Find ribbons, Commander’s Commendation medal, 2002 Wing Cadet of the Year and the distinguished General Billy Mitchell and Amelia Earhart achievement awards. 

Cadet Newcomb selected his mother, also a CAP member as his mentor and guiding light.  Because of this, Captain Debra O. Newcomb will receive the U.S. Air Force Torch Award. 
Cadet Newcomb attends Roosevelt High School in Sioux Falls. He is the son of Randall and Debra Newcomb of Sioux Falls.

The Civil Air Patrol, the official auxiliary of the U.S. Air Force with over 63,000 members nationwide performs 95 percent of the inland search and rescue missions tasked by the Air Force Rescue Coordination Center in the continental United States. Members also take a leading role in aerospace education and serve as mentors to the over 26,000 young people currently participating in CAP cadet programs.
